Fax vs Email  
In an effort to keep you educated we have to started a safety tip section 

of the newsletter with information provided by board member Parker 

Holt, Certified Insurance Counselor, VP of Construction for

Distracted Driving  

As construction professionals, we often think in terms of jobsite safety 
and quality control measures as ways to protect our employees and oth-
ers from injury, and our liability to a 3rd party for property dam-
age.  One other important part of the overall safety and risk manage-
ment equation is the safety of our people when it comes to operating a 
motor vehicle.  We all have to get to and from work, and to and from the 
jobsite.  The exposure to injury and liability related to driving is sub-
stantial, and with cell phones now capable of email and text messaging, 
the risk is significantly increased.   Please address the importance of this 
in your regular safety meetings as a key part of your risk management 
program.  One thing to consider would be the risk of distracted driving.  

Consider this: 

The University of North Carolina recently conducted a study and found 
that an estimated 284,000 distracted drivers are involved in serious 
accidents every year.  Some safety guidelines to consider as a part of 
your overall plan could be: 

· Cellular phones should not be used while operating a vehicle, and there 
should be a zero tolerance policy for text messaging and emailing while 
driving.  

· Allow voice mail to handle your calls. Return the calls and messages 
when you are not driving.  
· If you need to place a call or send a text pull off the road to park in a 
legal and safe location.  
· Ask a passenger to make or take the call.  
· Inform regular callers of your driving schedule and when you will be 
available to talk.  
· Keep your hands on the wheel and your eyes and mind on the road 
while driving.  

Protecting your employees and those they encounter every day is vitally 
important.   Please keep safety first and communicate that attitude to 
others.
